Find enclosed response to your letter dated 6 October 2011 regarding ‘Your Future in your Hands’ advertisement.
You have made no comment to the warnings being made in the mobile ’phone Blackberry Bold Product Safety and Information booklet which warns purchasers not to put next to their body.  How can they comply with this warning and put the ’phone in their pocket?  More and more ’phone manufacturers are putting this warning in their manuals.  Do I need to send you the manual for it to be witnessed?

I know of no other product where the manual says “do not” do something, and the government and health agencies and apparently the ASA are happy to ignore the warning and regard someone as being irresponsible when alerting people to that manufacturer’s warning.

You likewise have made no comment about the Council of Europe’s statement of countries to “run awareness campaigns on the potential harmful biological effects of EMF”.

The only way that people can warn people of potential harm is to run awareness campaigns before it is a ‘medical consensus’.  To wait until it is a medical consensus is, like asbestos, to wait until it is too late for many damaged people.

Precaution means taking action before definitive proof !!!

The inclusion of the comments about cancer is not to try and prove the case about cancer rather than fertility, but to make you aware that there are now 2,000 studies, mainly independently funded, showing biological damage of some sort.  Meanwhile, although 2,000 studies show no effect, mainly sponsored by the mobile ’phone industry.  Fifty percent of all studies are showing the flaw in the HPA and government argument that damage from EMF can only be caused by the thermal effects, whilst 50% of the studies is showing damage, including cancer and fertility damage, at levels significantly below any possible thermal effects.

Hence why ‘most’ European countries are taking action, whilst the UK is not even prepared to warn people let alone take any action.
